Chris Graefe Attended for Rob Watson , Children with CAF’s and high levels of FFI do not receive transition into adult services , they need a core assessment . Team are to alert parents to this especially at yr 6 and 7 annual reviews and inform them of the consequences , Children’s social workers get involved at yr 9  , SILC children a little later.
If children are out of county inform Adult social Care

Self directed support at 17 ½ Adult Social workers should pick up .

Families that have had a CAF Social care are pushing interventions down families are unable to get social workers so are being offered short breaks such as weekenders .

Adult Social workers work with people with substantial and critical needs – Diagnoses of learning disability , physical disability , CAMHS definition of disability.

Other ways to get support if family has not got a children’s social worker - IQ lower than 70 – go through your GP

Major safeguarding issues , open active social work case .
Linda Randal has a list of young people with CAF’s who will need transition to adult services.

CAF needs to embed process to support families into adult services  use section17 of the Children’s Act
