Update on Parent Partnership Service
Imogen Lawson joined the team as the new behaviour officer; Imogen will support parents and carers whose children have been permanently excluded. Imogen will offer advice and guidance to parents around the exclusion guidelines informing them of their rights and responsibilities. Imogen is in the process of training volunteers to support and advocate for parents and carers should they choose to go to appeal.
The Choice Adviser Amy Williamson has trained some of the current Independent Parent Supporters IPS (Parent Volunteers) in the admissions process, one of the volunteers has supported three parents at admissions appeals all three appeals resulted in a favourable outcome for the parent.

The Parent Champion Margaret Cook is currently working with six schools that have notice to improve or are special measures, Margaret has consulted with parents and carers by way of an initial questionnaire and has held were requested individual and group meetings with parents and carers. The information has been collated and fed back to the parents and carers, schools and school improvement officers. The main area’s of concern appear to be stability in the staffing structure a large staff turn over and communication parents and carers don’t feel listened to, there are not enough if any opportunities to express opinions, if the views or parents and carers are sought schools do not feed back.

The Information Officer Angela Bernard-Ferguson has worked in partnership on the second edition of the This Is News newsletter a competition was held to find an appropriate name for future editions the new name for the newsletter is “ A Brighter Future”. Angela has supported the team to deliver a full service training course to social workers Education Protects (Looked after Children team) hosted the event, other workshops delivered on the day were from Teenage Pregnancy Team, Attendance Improvement Officers, and Pupil Planning Team.
