	Rainbow House and Short Breaks update – Jill Parkinson
Gill Parkinson from Aiming High Short Breaks handed out an update on the Short Breaks Project and also spoke to the group about Rainbow House.

Rainbow House is in Armley and Gill explained that it is a facility for overnight short breaks for children (6-18 years old) which is accessible to wheelchair users throughout.  There are 12 bedrooms for children, play areas/sensory room, a computer room and a self-help unit for independent living.  
Gill also mentioned that it was a child who chose the name Rainbow House and children designed the logo.
Judith Kahn is the project manager for Rainbow House and is the person to contact to organise a visit. 
There will be an information event in December for parents who will use Rainbow House. The opening day is scheduled for 3rd February 2010.
It was suggested that information on Rainbow House should go into ‘A Brighter Future’.

Bridget Mork asked whether a leaflet could be done with information for parents.  Gill and Rob Lake agreed they would look into this.

Gill also spoke about the funding that had been allocated to Aiming High Short Breaks in 2009/10 and the funding which will be allocated for 2010/11, and mentioned that some of the money is to go on providing services that are available to non-disabled children to all children.

	Any Other Business

Val Cain explained that her team were was piloting an Investors in Families Chartermark, starting in January over 5 clusters.
Val also explained that there were 2 parents from a school who were participating in the Parent Ambassador Project.
There was some discussion on evaluation forms and how these should be presented.  There were suggestions that there should be a universal evaluation form and a central process to minimise the amount of forms parents and others are asked to fill out.
There was talk that the parenting unit needs development and that there should be discussion with services with regards to how they feel the parenting unit should look like.

Bridget explained that training for social workers, newly qualified teachers, sencos, governors, etc is delivered on demand. Jill and Catherine requested to meet with PPS regarding training.
Informational leaflets relating to Funding For Inclusion (FFI) were handed out and the meeting looked through this.  It was agreed that there should be an addition to the information on page 5 of the leaflet, where this should read ‘EYFFI can be applied for by education and health professionals who know the child best, in partnership with the parents’.
A member of the meeting commented that the number needed changing and that Pat Baldwinson’s service was the Leeds Inclusion Support Service, not the early years service.

Jo Barnes requested that as soon as PPS know that there has been a change in the law or policies, that the IPS groups be informed immediately, so they don’t have to wait until the next training day. This way they can avoid giving out misinformation.
